An outstanding natural site with sand
dunes, sea breezes and fantastic sea views, Ocean
Dunes winds through a pleasing obstacle course of
windswept dunes and shimmering water hazards, with
coastal breezes shaping its character day-by-day. It has
the feel and the playability of early Scottish seaside
courses in a tropical climate. Little wonder then what
Ocean Dunes has garnered worldwide acclaim. It was
identified as one of the top 10 resort courses in Asia
by Asian Golf Monthly magazine.
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HON ROM BEACH & DUNES

CHAMPA MUSEUM
Located at Bac Binh, this museum is one of the
few places in Vietnam to view priceless statues,
artifacts and remnant articles from the ancient
Champa kingdom.

PO SHA NU TOWER
The three towers that best characterize Cham
architecture remain standing, surrounded by the
ruins of their counterparts, are a vestige of 8th
